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The Diplomatic Geography of Russia

Diplomatic geography is an entirely new discipline in social geography and international
relations. As Thomas Jackson noted in his 2020 article on the geographies of diplomacy for
Oxford Bibliographies (and this is probably still true today), there has not yet been a single
monograph or collection of articles on the topic [Jackson, 2020]. Even so, we can say that this
field of study and the name of the sub-discipline that denotes it have already taken shape.
This is confirmed by other review articles on the “geography/geographies of diplomacy” by
Herman van der Wusten and Virginie Mamadouh [Van der Wusten & Mamadouh, 2010] and
Fiona McConnell [McConnell, 2019].

Diplomatic geography is the science of the spatial dimension of diplomatic activity.
Like any human activity, diplomatic work has a spatial dimension. For example, sometimes,
the place where negotiations are held turns out to be more important than their actual
results [Van der Wusten, 2011; Henrikson, 2005]. The number of foreign missions can be an
indicator of a country’s weight in global politics, and the choice of countries and cities to
host their embassies (as well as consulates, trade and cultural missions, and so on [Taylor,
2005]) can reflect the country’s foreign policy priorities. Eric Neumayer notes the importance
of three factors when it comes to selecting a site for embassies: geographical proximity to
the country under analysis; the importance of the country in world politics; and the ideological
proximity of the countries [Neumayer, 2008]. And the locations of foreign consulates in
a country can reveal much about the internal territorial structure of the country and the
foreign policy activities of regions [Laporte, 2016].

The following areas of research in diplomatic geography can be identified:

1. Geography of diplomatic missions — the analysis of the spatial distribution of
diplomatic missions at the global (e.g. the location of embassies, consulates, and
representative offices of the country being analysed around the world), national (the
location of embassies of foreign states in the regions of the country being analysed),
local (the location of embassies of foreign states in the capital of the country being
analysed), or even the micro level (the arrangement of offices within the foreign
ministry and how functions are distributed geographically among its divisions).

2. Geography of diplomatic activity — the analysis of the spatial distribution of locations
where bilateral or multilateral events and visits are held (including such details as the
spatial organization of the seating arrangements of delegation members during

negotiations).

We can say that diplomatic geography is thus divided into external diplomatic
geography (the diplomatic activity of the state being analysed outside its borders) and
internal diplomatic geography (the diplomatic activity of other states within the borders of
the state being analysed).

The scientific school of diplomatic geography in Russia is still in its infancy. For
example, in 2020, the Nizhny Novgorod scholar Lyudmila Gordeeva published a map of
diplomatic agencies of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation and Federal
Agency for the Commonwealth of Independent States Affairs, Compatriots Living Abroad,
and International Humanitarian Cooperation (Rossotrudnichestvo) representative offices in
a conference collection [Gordeeva, 2020, p. 72]. In addition, Alexander Bobrov and Olga
Lebedeva have published maps of Russia’s diplomatic and consular institutions, as well as the
correlation between the regional areas of focus of Russia’s foreign policy and the territorial
departments of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation [Bobrov, 2024].

There are also examples of researchers mapping the geography of diplomatic missions
for applied purposes. For instance, in 1971, Workshop No. 12 of Mosproekt-2 (the Design
Office for Public Buildings and Structures) published a series of maps showing the locations
of embassies in Moscow and was instructed by the Main Architectural and Planning
Department of the Moscow City Executive Committee to produce a “Project Brief for
Developing a Long-Term Plan for Regulating Diplomatic Mission Issues in Moscow” [Layout,
1971]. The Russian State Library contains a map of American diplomatic and consular missions
published in 1975. The map was apparently used for reference purposes by embassy staff [U.S.
Foreign Service, 1975]. And in 2008, an English-language map of the city was published in
Moscow with the addresses of select embassies, as well as schools, kindergartens, churches,
and medical centres for expats [Moscow City Map, 2008].

It is important to note that the topic of the territorial placement of diplomatic
departments and embassies in Russia occasionally attracts the attention of historians. For
example, Olga Ageeva’s book on the diplomatic ceremonial in Imperial Russia during the
18" century contains a wonderful section on this topic entitled “The Territory of Diplomatic
Life” [Ageeva, 2012, pp. 476—528]. And, of course, the extraterritorial legal status of embassies
is always of interest to legal scholars [see, for example: Artemenko et al., 2023; Savchenko, 2020].

As of January 1, 2025, Russia maintains diplomatic relations with 191 countries.
Relations have been severed with three states: Georgia, Micronesia, and Ukraine. The Russian



Federation has also exchanged official representatives with the Order of Malta. Among the

195 UN member states and observers, Russia has not established diplomatic relations with

Bhutan and the Solomon Islands. Among countries that are not UN members, Russia has

established diplomatic relations with Abkhazia and South Ossetia.

Figs. 1—3 show the dynamics of Russia’s establishment of diplomatic relations with
countries around this world since 1917, as Russia is the legal successor of the USSR (and,
accordingly, the Russian Soviet Federative Socialist Republic, or RSFSR), but not the Russian
Empire. This process can be divided into several substages.

1. The Civil War period (1919—-1921), when the fledgling Bolshevik government successfully
established diplomatic relations with two groups of countries: states that had left the
Russian Empire and were recognized by the new government (Poland, Finland, Estonia,
Latvia, and Lithuania); and individual states in Asia (Afghanistan, Iran, Mongolia, Turkey).

2. The year of the Soviet Union’s diplomatic breakthrough (1924), when it achieved
official recognition from Western European countries, including Great Britain and
France. Official recognition from other countries soon followed.

3. The period of waning diplomatic contacts that began during the years of the Second
World War (starting in 1939).

4. The Soviet Union’s rapid return to the diplomatic arena, but now as a global
superpower (this started as early as 1944).

5. The period of decolonization (from the late 1950s to the mid-1970s) that led to a
steady increase in the number of countries with which the Soviet Union maintained
diplomatic relations. This number stabilized in the 198os.

6. The recognition by Russia of the states that left the Soviet Union (1992). No other
year in Russia’s history had as many official recognitions.

7. The period of significant increase in the number of countries with which Russia
maintained diplomatic relations (199os—2000s). This was primarily due to the
establishment of relations with smaller countries that Moscow had not had direct
contacts with previously. Russia had set a course towards establishing relations with
all UN member states.

In terms of the geography of diplomatic missions, there is the argument that Russia
is currently experiencing its third turn to the East following the first turn in the early 1920s
and the second turn in the 1950s—1970s.

As of January 1, 2025, Russia had 151 embassies, including two that had been evacuated
(in Yemen and Sudan), 10 permanent missions to international organizations, and 76 consular
offices, including offices that are temporarily closed in Aden, Aleppo, Antwerp, and Varna.
All Russia’s consular offices currently have the status of consulates general, the only exception
being the Consulate in the Aland Islands (in Mariehamn, Finland).

Russian embassies abroad are usually located in the capital. Exceptions are Belgium
(Uccle, a suburb of Brussels), Benin (Cotonou), Burundi (Bujumbura), Céte d’Ivoire (Abidjan),
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Israel (Tel Aviv), Malta (San Gwann), Mauritius (Floreal), Myanmar (Yangon), the Netherlands
(The Hague), Palestine (Ramallah), and Tanzania (Dar es Salaam). Temporary embassies
operate outside the capitals in Yemen (Riyadh, Saudi Arabia) and Sudan (Port Sudan).
Consulates general, on the contrary, are not typically located in capitals, with the exception of
Havana (Cuba) and Malé (Maldives).

There are 169 heads of diplomatic missions of foreign states accredited in Russia,
including non-resident ambassadors from 18 countries. A total of 357 diplomatic missions and
consular offices operate on the territory of the Russian Federation. Of these, 156 are located
in Moscow, including 149 embassies, two consulates general, and five honorary consulates
(Antigua and Barbuda, Lesotho, Monaco, Seychelles, Jamaica). The work of the Embassy of
Iceland has been temporarily suspended.

St. Petersburg hosts 64 foreign representative offices, including 26 consulates general
and 38 honorary consulates. Russian regions that have a large number of representative
offices include Sverdlovsk Oblast (22 representative offices: 12 consulates general, 10 honorary
consulates); Primorsky Krai (19: 7, 12); the Republic of Tatarstan (14: 8, 6); Novosibirsk Oblast
(9: 4, 5); Krasnodar Krai (7: 3, 4); Nizhny Novgorod Oblast (7 honorary consulates); Kaliningrad
Oblast (6: 3, 3); the Republic of Bashkortostan (s: 1, 4); and Rostov Oblast (4: 2, 2). In total,
there are consular offices in 38 of the country’s 89 regions.

The smallest Russian cities with active consular offices are Sovetsk (Consulate of
Lithuania), Vsevolozhsk (Honorary Consulate of Kazakhstan), and Pereslavl-Zalessky (the
Honorary Consulate of Armenia). In fact, the latter is the only representative office in the
entire Yaroslavl Oblast.

In December 2024, MGIMO University Publishing House released the first-ever map
of “Diplomatic Missions and Consular Offices of Russia in the World” [The World..., 2024].
It is a one-of-a-kind publication that provides a comprehensive picture of the spatial
configuration of Russia’s diplomatic presence abroad. The map shows Russian embassies,
consulates, and missions to international organizations, as well as the boundaries of consular
districts. All the information contained in it is correct as of December 2024. The map was
compiled by Igor Okunev (Ph.D. in Political Science, Lead Research Fellow at the MGIMO
Institute for International Studies), Ekaterina Yakusheva (research intern at the MGIMO
Institute for International Studies and student in the Diplomatic Service Master’s programme),
and Ivan Ivanov (Ph.D. in Geography and Senior Research Fellow at the MGIMO—-Pskov State
University Youth Network Research Laboratory “Centre for Cross-Regional and Transborder
Studies”). The work is a continuation of the Repository of Geospatial Data on the Diplomatic
Geography of Russia database compiled by the authors.” Together, these resources lay the
foundation for the development of the Russian scientific school of diplomatic geography.
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The diplomatic atlas contains information on Russia’s diplomatic relations as of
May 7, 2025. It includes all member states of the United Nations and other countries
recognized by Russia as sovereign. Since the Russian Federation is the legal successor of
the Soviet Union (and, accordingly, the Russian Soviet Federative Socialist Republic before
the formation of the USSR), information on diplomatic relations is provided starting
from 1917.

The cartographic basis for the atlas consists of world country boundaries as shown on
the interactive world map posted on the official website of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
of the Russian Federation (Fig. 4).> The official names of states and their capitals are given
as they appear in the Reference Guide on Diplomatic Relations of the Russian Federation
with Foreign States (as of April 2, 2024) [Reference Guide, 2024] and the United Nations
Terminology Database [UNTERM, 2024]. The subregion is given based on the classification
of the United Nations Statistics Division [Standart, 2024].

Information on current diplomatic missions and the period of continuous operation
(with the exception of honorary consulates) is primarily taken from the websites of the

Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation [Russia, 2024; Addresses, 2024] and the
Consular Information Portal of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation
[Bilateral Relations, 2024]. Information on diplomatic missions that have been discontinued
is provided for the years 1917 onwards based on historical sources. The geospatial database
on the geography of the Russian diplomatic missions has received a copyright certificate
from Rospatent and is posted in the open data repository of the Moscow State Institute of
International Relations (MGIMO) under the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian
Federation.?

Other missions include the current representative offices of Rossotrudnichestvo (its
Russian Houses, former science and cultural centres) [Geography, 2024] and trade missions
of the Ministry of Industry and Trade [Countries of the World, 2024].

The current diplomatic and consular missions of foreign countries in Russia (embassies
and consulates, including honorary consulates) are listed on the basis of official information
about the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation [List (MFA), 2024], the
Consular Department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation [Bilateral
Relations, 2024; Foreign, 2024], and the State Protocol Department of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Russian Federation [List (State Protocol Dept.), 2024].

While diplomatic geography is still an emerging field, the range of material it covers
and the relevance of its focus provide grounds for optimism about its future.
